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INTRODUCTION & SITUATION

The Georgia 4-H Camping Program is a phenomenon which thousands of youth experience each summer. In an effort to make sure students were prepared for a successful week of summer camp, Elbert County 4-H implemented “Living Together Peacefully at
Camp” lessons and contractin 2023. Students were asked to write their emotions at the end of their first full day of camp to align with the 4-H Thriving Model’s indicator of positive emotionality. Anonymous responses were analyzed by the researcher using the
qualitative method of poetical inquiry. Brown, et al. (2021), wrote, “Poetry is essential to phenomenological thought” (p. 258), and therefore fits nicely for exploring positive emotionality through student voices regarding a camping experience.

Elbert County 4-H committed to piloting the “Living Together Peacefully at Camp” (LTP@C) program for the 2023 camping season. Students registered to attend Cloverleaf Camp at Wahsega 4-H Center were invited to attend an afterschool meeting where 4-H Staff
members presented information prepared by the LTP@C Committee. During the Parent/Camper Summer Camp Orientation Meeting, 4-H Staff presented the LTP@C Contract for campers to sign. Once at Camp, the 4-H Agent posed a question to the female Elbert
County campers nightly, related to a LTP@C topic. Female campers were chosen due to the proximity to the researcher and served as a purposive convenience sample; as the boys were across camp. Female students comprised a strong majority of 88% of the Elbert
County camper population. Students were provided pens and index cards. They had the option of writing an anonymous response to the question, and dropping their card in a box. This study analyzes the responses from the question asked Tuesday night, the first
full day of camp, and after being exposed to the first high ropes element (the climbing wall) and a river tubing trip. The question was, “What emotions did you experience today and why?”

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For this particular study, the indicator of
positive emotionality was used to allow
students an opportunity to express their
emotions. Daniel Goleman wrote in Emotional
Intelligence, “The emotional brain responds to
an event more quickly than the thinking brain. If
you are not able to manage your distressing
emotions, if you can’t have empathy and
effective relationships, then no matter how
smart you are, you are not going to get very
far.” Students need to understand all emotions
are important and should be expressed in an
appropriate manner. “A key component of
emotional and social intelligence is being able
to recognize and manage your own emotions as
well as knowing how to recognize and respond
to others' emotions” (Hughes & Terrell, 2007, p.
17). Summer Camp produces a myriad of
emotions. Youth are exposed to a variety of
experiences and different people. Furthermore,
for 4th-6th grades campers, this may be the
first experience away from home for an
extended night stay.
